Patti LeDuke, Aquatics Coordinator at 

the Westsyde Pool; now known as the 

Westsyde Pool and Community Centre, gave me a tour 

recently of the new improvements adjacent to the     

reception area.  A table and chair area has been added 

overlooking the pool, where you can have your     

breakfast or lunch, ñon the go.ò  A relaxation area has 

been added across from the reception area, with coffee 

table, and comfortable armchairs and a couple of new 

pieces of equipment have been added to the exercise 

room.  Glen Cheetham, Aquatics Program Supervisor 

confirms that they are reviewing options to possibly 

enlarge the exercise room area and are investigating 

the erection of additional signage for the facility along 

Westsyde Road. 

 

The pool area will be shut down between July 4th and 

August 21st, although the exercise room will be open to 

the public during this shut down when it is expected
